Dorsey’s Choice Townhouse Association Board Minutes: April 23, 2008

Present:

Action:

· Minutes from the 3/12 meeting were approved.

· The newsletter draft was approved. Dick will print and distribute copies.

· Tidewater sent third notice violation letters to the owners of 4753 HS (general maintenance issues), 4605 LS (broken garage door and vent) and 4633 LS (overgrown shrubbery). 4753 HS has replaced the sheet in the sidelight with a curtain as requested and pruned back a shrub beside the garage door, but other issues have not been satisfactorily addressed. Owners have been notified they have 15 days to comply before the matter will be turned over to attorneys.

·  The owner of 4754 HS partially painted the unit’s back deck. Upon inspection, the Board determined that the work is in violation of the Guidelines and must be corrected. Tidewater will be asked to take action.

· A walk-through to inspect the neighborhood will be scheduled for mid-May.

· Doug will request McDonough provide the Board with a new recommendation for landscaping the slope adjacent to the stairs leading down to the upper HS parking area. The slope is currently exposed and subject to erosion.

· Adam reports the IRS will be responding in another month to our request for the return of $600 tax payment incorrectly collected.

· Doug will notify the tree company that a leaning pine in the common space between 4751 and 4753 HS needs to be removed.

· The Board has received a complaint that construction materials have been stored behind 4718 HS for an unacceptable length of time. We will request Tidewater take action.

· Dick will draft some copy for an upgraded Association Website.

· There are 12 assessment delinquencies at this time. We will ask Tidewater to follow up.

· Tidewater checked with the County regarding damaged sidewalks along lower Hallowed Stream and was informed that repairs would be made later this year. The Association will replace any trees removed with Willow Oaks, which do not have root systems that will damage the new sidewalks. New trees cannot be planted in the exact same locations, but nearby.

· Approval was given for temporary fencing for a garden behind 4710 HS, provided: It is temporary and will be totally removed at the end of the growing season (no later than October 1); it is constructed with posts no thicker than 1 1/2 inches and no taller than 6 feet; the mesh is standard black deer netting; the neighbors on each side give written approval.
· Mark will review Financial Statement and report back to Board.
· The next Board meeting has not yet been scheduled.
