Present

48 Homeowners were represented either in person or by proxy, thereby meeting quorum requirements.

Action

· The 2007 Budget was presented and approved. With expenses projected to continue at current levels, no dues increase will be required. Reserve funds are considered adequate for any foreseeable emergencies.

· Landscaping issues have been prioritized, with safety concerns being addressed first. The stairs leading down to the Hallowed Stream cul-de-sac has been repaired and a new drain and stringer installed in order to prevent further erosion. Due to the extended drought this past summer, a number of trees were severely stressed and dropped their leaves early. These trees will be evaluated in the spring before any action is taken to remove them. The McDonough contract will be renewed at no increase to Association cost.

· Parking concerns have been investigated, and it was determined that assigned spaces would be impractical. Residents are asked to be respectful of other residents’ rights, particularly in regard to spaces that have been shoveled out after snowstorms.

· Crime prevention. There have been two burglaries and several incidents of minor vandalism reported in the complex. Residents are urged to take proper precautions and report all incidents and suspicious activity to the police.

· Architectural guidelines are being updated and will be distributed in early spring. The Board welcomes any community input. In the meanwhile, residents should continue to get approval through the Board and Linden Hall for any remodeling work affecting the exterior appearance of their homes or grounds.

· Committees. The Board would like to initiate several resident committees including Landscaping, Architecture, Welcoming and Public Safety. Volunteers should contact the Board if interested.

· Elections were held, and Adam Burstein and Dick Boulton were reelected to the Board for one-year terms. Mel Ingber has resigned from the Board, and there were no nominations to fill his seat which remains open. We would like to thank Mel for his service to the community over the past year.
