Dorsey’s Choice Townhouse Association Board Minutes: January 16, 2008

Action

· Minutes from the 12/19 meeting were approved.

· It was agreed to appoint Barbara Ingber, a former Board member, as an official advisor to the Board, due to her familiarity with Association history. Adam will add her to the Board e-mail list.

· 4753 HS has been reported as a potential fire hazard, since it has been unoccupied for many years and is apparently being used primarily for storage. Adam spoke with the Fire Department and was told that they cannot inspect the unit without probable cause. This unit has also been cited in the past for poor landscape maintenance. Barbara knows the owner and will inform her of the complaints that have been received and ask what her future plans are for the unit. The Board will then determine next steps.

· The IRS has still not responded regarding our request for the return of $600 tax payment incorrectly collected. Adam followed up and got a runaround. Barbara has a letter used in a similar situation that Adam will use as a model for a new letter to be sent.

· The Board has selected Tidewater Property Management to replace Site. Tidewater is in the process of collecting files from Site and will send out assessments as soon as they have reviewed the files (Site refused to send out the assessments in December as requested). Barbara will draft a cover letter to be sent with the assessments explaining the situation and providing a new due date (for this year only). The new due date would be six weeks/45 days after the mailing. Adam will post a notice on the Website announcing Site’s replacement and providing Tidewater’s contact information. After Tidewater receives the files from Site, Dick and Barb will visit with Tidewater to make sure everything is in order.

· Several cars have parked outside of designated parking spaces in the LS cul-de-sac, and have persisted in doing so despite notes placed on their windshields. Adam spoke with the Fire Department to determine whether the NW corner of the LS island should be made a fire zone and cars parked there towed. The Fire Department will look into the situation and if they designate a fire zone, we will have two options – having the County put up “No Parking” signs at County expenses or the Association painting the curb red with fire zone lettering at our expense. Should we should choose the latter, we are advised to wait for warmer weather, since we would be required to paint the curb within ten days of the fire zone designation. It was agreed to hold off until spring.

· The next Board meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, 2/20.
