Action

· Minutes from 11/28 annual meeting were approved.

· 4757 HS has been reported as a potential fire hazard, since it has been unoccupied for many years and is apparently being used primarily for storage. Adam will speak with Fire Department to determine an appropriate course of action. This unit has also been cited in the past for poor landscape maintenance. The Board will monitor that situation during the 2008 growing season and respond as needed.

· The owners of 4656 HS removed a tree from the front yard and requested that they be relieved from replacing it, inasmuch as there is another large tree at the edge of the property. The Board reviewed the situation and agreed that a new tree will not be necessary under the circumstances. Dick will notify the owners.

· 4726 HS has been reported by a neighbor to Linden Hall for a number of maintenance violations. Dick will check with Site to determine the identity of the responsible party and relay that information to Linden Hall.

· The owner of 4613 LS placed Holiday decorations on community property without authorization. Adam will speak to the owner. 

· The IRS has not yet responded regarding our request for the return of $600 tax payment incorrectly collected. Adam will follow up.

· The Board had further discussions with management company candidates. Two have been eliminated based on poor references or excessively high fees, and two remain. Dick will check additional references and try to schedule a meeting later this week to award the contract. If a contract cannot be awarded by Monday, 12/24, Dick will rent a post office box for remittance of 2008 assessments. Dick will also contact Site regarding arrangements. 

· Several cars have parked outside of designated parking spaces in the LS cul-de-sac, and have persisted in doing so despite notes placed on their windshields asking them not to. Adam will discuss situation with the Fire Department to determine whether the NW corner of the LS island should be made a fire zone and cars parked there towed. 

· Adam has drafted letters and a petition to the Postmaster regarding the condition of community mailboxes. He will continue to work on this problem.

· The next Board meeting is tentatively scheduled for Wednesday, 1/16, but may be rescheduled due to a possible conflict.
