Dorsey’s Choice Townhouse Association Board Minutes: December 20, 2006

Present

Action

· Minutes from 11/13 and 11/15 meetings were approved.

· Dick will submit receipts from Annual Meeting letter/notice printing to Site for reimbursement.

· Officers for 2007 were selected as follows: Adam Burstein, President; Doug Shea, Vice President; Dick Boulton, Secretary. The position of Treasurer is currently open.

· It was agreed that all Board officers will have signing authority for checks and other Board business. Adam will notify Site. He will also remind Site that e-mail messages to any Board member must be copied to all Board members.

· Adam received a certified letter from Site regarding auditor selection. He will forward it to other Board members for review.

· In response to homeowner complaints about safety and damage to community property resulting from skateboarding, tree climbing and playing in the parking lots, Dick will draft a flier to all residents reminding them of their legal and financial responsibility for actions by their children. The flier will also mention good citizenship expectations in the event of snow storms, i.e. that residents are expected to clear out parking spaces and not encroach on cleared spaces unless they have already dug one out themselves, and that cleared spaces cannot be blocked off with chairs, cones, etc.

· Adam will contact the Postmaster about mailbox deterioration and ask that maintenance be done.

· A resident has inquired about propane tank installation to fuel a gas fireplace. The Board is concerned about safety and aesthetic issues and would not approve such construction without first seeing detailed plans and County building permits. No such construction will be considered if it involves exterior piping or an exposed tank. A plan for handling periodic refilling of the tank without landscaping damage would also be required along with project approval by nearby neighbors.

· Several Verizon FIOS installations resulted in crooked boxes, external conduit and sloppy exposed wiring. Dick will consult with Linden Hall about the matter. In the meanwhile, residents are requested to closely monitor installations and demand that Verizon crews maintain the highest quality control. Poorly installed equipment may be subject to removal.

· Adam informed the Board that we will no longer be charged for Site cell phone usage. 

· It has been reported that several trees have been removed by residents without approval or timely replacement. Doug will investigate. Doug will also attend to planned tree work during his vacation the first week in January.

· Complaints have been received about several townhouse maintenance issues. Dick will inform Site and ask that letters be sent out.

· It was agreed to address architectural guidelines at the January meeting

· The next Board meeting will be held Wednesday, 1/17/07.
